Born Mary Jane Scrambler on April 01, 1934 to Esque Scrambler, Sr. and
Martha Anderson in LaGrange, Texas. Mary Jane accepted Christ at an early
age and began serving God for she came from a family of believers.

After her son became Pastor of St. Paul
Baptist Church she united there and remained until her demise. She was very
actively involved in the ministries at St.Paul. She went from singing in the
choir, singing solos, attending Sunday School and Bible Study, and teaching
the word of God. She had her own prayer list and oh could she pray! She
became President of the Austin Northeast Sub-District Mission I. She was a



lover of church hats. 
After sacrificing and rearing her children Mary Jane went back to School and
acquired her GED and she did further study at Austin Community College.
